SUPPORTI NG YOUR CHILD TO READ AT HOME

There are some exciting times ahead of us at Rigby Hall with the introduction of a brand new reading
: scheme. We hope you will support us with helping your child in their journey towards becoming
: confident and independent readers!

: We all know the importance of reading as a lifeskill and parents often ask what they can do at home to
< help. There are some very simple ways you can help at home, so that reading is an exciting activity for
. your child.

:Seven top tips for helping your child to read

1. Talk to your <child
: Making sounds and listening to sounds are fundamental building blocks for reading. Try making
silly noises and repeating them back to each other.

2. Make reading fun! .
Your child is more likely to engage in reading activities that are fun. Magnetic letters on fridges or
white appliances are a great way of building words.

§3.Read a |little everyday :
: Set aside some quality time just for you and your child to read. You might read them their favourite -
story or a comic. You might hear them read a story of their choice.

4. Set an _exampl e

: We want your children to become independent readers. We can all help our children by setting a
good example. Show some excitement when you read or when they read. Model how to break up
tricky words.

:5. Talk about books .

: Help your child to become interested in books by talking about books. Even if you don't visit a book :
shop, most shops like Morrisons sell reading material which you can both look at even if you don't
buy it!

6. Listen to your child read

. Listening to your child read gives them a chance to practise but please remember your reaction is
important. Be positive and enthusiastic. Show them you are enjoying them reading to you. Try not
to interrupt them when they are reading.

7. Show vour child you value their efforts
. Please be patient and give lots of praise to your child. Try not to say, “No” Instead rephrase what
you are saying to turn it into something positive.
